3   The full balance of the total amount is payable not later than eight weeks  
     prior to holiday. 
 
4   In the event of cancellation the hirer must advise Mrs Simmons immediately 
     whereupon, she will without prejudice to her right to the balance in full, use 
     her best endeavours to re-let.  If re-letting is possible the deposit less  
     administrative costs, will be returned.
